Sell yourself by demonstrating your 
ability to do the work, fit in with the team, and outshine the competition.

What do you know about the company? Start by showing that you 
understand the company's goals, then make it personal by sharing why 
you're drawn to the mission.

06:05 – 07:35 - What are your greatest professional strengths? Be honest, 
relevant, and specific. Give an example of how you've demonstrated your 
strengths.

07:41 – 09:33 - What do you consider to be your weakness? Be honest, but 
also show that you're actively working on improving yourself.

09:40 – 11:18 - Why do you want this job? Focus on the aspects of the role 
that make it a good fit for you, and express your enthusiasm for the 
company.

How did you hear about the position? This is an opportunity to show your 
passion for the company. Mention how you found out about the job and why 
you're excited about it.

11:22 – 13:55 Why are you leaving your current job? Frame your answer in a 
positive way, showing that you're eager for new opportunities.

Why were you fired? Be honest, but also show how you've grown and learned
from the experience.
14:02 – 16:00 What is your greatest professional achievement? Share a track
record of your accomplishments and results from past jobs.

16:08 – 18:26 Tell me about a challenge or conflict you've faced at work and 
how you dealt with it. Show how you handled the situation professionally 
and productively.

18:34 – 20:40 Where do you see yourself in five years? Be honest and 
specific about your future goals, and explain how this position aligns with 
your career aspirations.

By following these tips, you can prepare for your job interview and give 
yourself the best chance of success.
