In unreal conditional sentences we can use were after any subject in the if-
clause, including singular first and third person subjects. This use of were is

something called the past subjunctive. Note that although the verb has a

past form, reference is to the imagined present of future:

If you mother were here, I'm sure she wouldn't let you eat all those

chocolates.

My job would not exist if it were not for government funding.
