We need to understand the difference between Subject Questions

(questions about the subject of a sentence) and Object Questions (questions
about the object of a sentence).

William Shakespeare wrote Hamlet.
William Shakespeare (Subject) wrote Hamlet (Object).

A question about the object would be: What did William Shakespeare

write? The answer — 'Hamlet' is the object of the verb write.

A question about the subject would be: Who wrote Hamlet?

And the answer is 'William Shakespeare’ the subject of the verb ‘'wrote'.

So when the question is about the object, we use an auxiliary verb and an
infinitive: What did William Shakespeare write?

But when the question is about the subject, we use the verb in the correct
tense (in this case, past simple) without an auxiliary:

Who wrote Hamlet?
