QUESTION TAG

You're going with me, aren’t you? - Vocé vai comigo, ndo vai?

They ate a lot, didn’t they? - Eles comeram muito, ndo comeram?

They won't be here tonight, will they? - Eles ndo estardo aqui hoje & noite,
estardo?

You wouldn’t do that to me, would you? - Vocé ndo faria isso comigo,
faria?

PAY ATTENTION, It's very edsy:

If the main sentence is affirmative, the question tag will be negative.
You always study a lot, don’'t you?

If the main sentence is negative, the question tag will be affirmative.
You don‘t like him, do you?

The verb tense in the question tag should be the same as in the main
sentence.

You was tired, weren't you?

She will join us, won't she?

They are right, aren’t they?

The negative question tag is always in contracted form:
Callie is a teacher, isn"t she? ( not ..is not she? )
James was at the party, wasn’t he? ( not .was not he? )
